General Guidelines for Project Data Book Entries
The project data book is a treasured collection that demonstrates commitment to the project.

Each entry should include the following that are applicable to that day’s activities:
· Date of activity being described. 

· How the topic was selected and how the wording evolved.

· A Complete description of the activity associated with the days work. If it is a lab procedure, include all steps of the procedure. If it is found a change was made to the procedure, document the change.  If a procedure is being repeated several times, you can refer back to the initial entry describing that procedure. Attachments are allowed, especially in the form of copied protocols or data sheets.

· A description of any related reference material research for general knowledge or used as a source in the paper.  This includes Xerox copies of valuable and necessary information for the project and notes from literature reviews and interviews with experts.

· Description of observations, both quantitative and qualitative.   
· Photos and diagrams throughout the data book.
· A complete set of data from that experiment including a description of the units of measurement (generally metric).  After collecting the raw data, show calculations and organize it into tables or charts.  This may be student designed or computer generated in the data book.  Give an explanation and the format that was used.
· Signed ISEF forms

· Consent forms for Behavioral Science Projects
UNACCEPTABLE entries  (actual quotes):

“Monday, August 17, 2008--worked on project”

“Tuesday, August 19, 2009--went to library”

“Wednesday, August 20, 2009 -- ditto”

“Thursday, January 11, 2009 --did experiment”

“Friday, January 12, 2009 – did experiment again”

“Friday, January 19, 2009—finished project”
