Independent Research Project Deadlines (2011-2012)

LRCHS Science Department

• LRCHS students shall follow the International Rules for Pre-college Science Research: Guidelines for Science and Engineering Fairs 2011-12)
• All ISEF forms must be approved PRIOR to experimentation and data collection, and can be downloaded at http://www.societyforscience.org/document.doc?id=11 
• All projects involving HUMAN SUBJECTS require a qualified scientist and approval from the Institutional Review Board (IRB). Students must attend the Human Subjects Workshop.

• Projects involving Bacteria, Tissues (cells, teeth, hair, saliva), DNA, or Hazardous Substances require PRIOR approval from the Safety Review Committee (SCR).
• If the work is conducted at an institution (UAMS, etc.), a 1C form is required in addition to a copy of the

Institution’s IRB or IACUC. A letter is NOT sufficient.

•You are strongly encouraged to turn in all research documents PRIOR to the dates listed below.

August 29 & 30 - Project Proposal

• Submit a typed project proposal according to the rubric provided to you.

• A project data book that contains your thoughts and evidence of your search for the topic must also be submitted to your teacher.
• Make Xerox copies of the major sources that will be cited in the paper. Highlight relevant information and place them in the project data book. NOTE: Encyclopedias are NOT considered as major sources. Wikipedia (or other wikis) are NOT allowed as a source.
September 8 (7:45 am or 3:45pm) —Human Participants Workshop- LRCHS LIBRARY/Media Center
• Attendance is REQUIRED for all students who will conduct research involving human participants.  No exceptions!

September 22 and 23 — Introduction

•Use the rubric and Outline for the Science Research Paper as guides to prepare the paper for submission. Any plagiarism or failure to cite sources will result in a zero for this assignment.

•The following must be submitted in a file folder/envelope with your class period, last name, first name, and teacher’s name written on the tab. All Introductions must be uploaded to Turnitin.com
1) A TYPED working draft of the introduction to your formal paper. Use the Outline for Independent Research Papers and the rubric provided to you as a guide. You MUST cite the sources using parenthetical citations in the APA format and include a complete works cited page.
2)  The project data book with the Xeroxed sources.

October 24 & 25— Research Plan and Typed ISEF approval forms

• Turn in all typed ISEF forms applicable to the project. This includes the Checklist, Research Plan (1A), Research Plan Attachment and Approval Form (IB), as well as any additional forms that are necessary for your project.
• The procedure should be written in a step—by—step format and written in third person future tense.

• Submit this in a manila folder/envelope with your information on the tab.

November 22 -- SRC/IRB Deadline: FINAL DEADLINE FOR PROJECT APPROVAL.

• Students whose paperwork was previously returned for errors/incompleteness must have all corrections submitted prior to this date.

December 9 —SRC/IRB Termination

All projects NOT having final SRC/IRB approval by this date may not be pursued.

January 4 & 5—Registration for Twentieth LRCHS Science Fair

Registration is REQUIRED for participation in the LRCHS Science Fair.

January 23 and 24—Submission of Final Paper for all students (Poster due for students not in the fair)
• Students must submit the final copy of their paper to their teacher—all research papers must be submitted to Turnitin.com. Any plagiarism, fabrication of data, or failure to cite sources will result in a zero for this assignment.
February 1st—Deadline for Junior Science and Humanities Symposium (JSHS) Paper Submission

• Open to all students. http://www.atu.edu/nhs/jshs/
• Two categories — Poster or oral presentation.

February 3rd—LRCHS Science Fair

• Participants will bring their ISEF documentation/approval forms, display board, project data book and a copy of their research paper (third person past tense) to the gymnasium for display.

• Setup of projects will be between 7:30 —8:30 am.

• Students will be dismissed from class at an assigned time to be present at their projects during judging.

• The fair will be open to the public on Saturday or Sunday.

February 17—Junior Academy of Science (JAS) Registration Deadline (Postmarked)

• Junior Academy of Science Registration is online (available at the LRCHS Science Dept website)

• Hand delivery of registration due by February 22nd to UALR before 12:00 pm.
• Late entries will not be accepted for Junior Academy of Science.

• Held at the University of Central Arkansas at Conway.

• First, Second, Third Place and some Honorable Mention winners at the Regional Fair are eligible to participate.

• Registration will be online. Deadline will be announced at the Regional Award Ceremony, March 2 No late submissions accepted.  Be prompt with your entry.
